1. Clarification on the Trust Management Board (TMB) (Aura Dean)




After reviewing the Management duties as outlined on page 6 of the 

October, 2004 face-to-face agenda, I think there needs to be some clarification.




According to the duties outlined, the TMB will, “report to the NCA Board 

any meetings and copy of the minutes of the trust activities and will provide an 

annual report for Newf Tide and will provide a report at the NCA Annual 


Meeting.  In addition the TMB Treasurer will provide a written Treasurer’s 


Report to the NCA Board (Trustee) monthly.  The TMB will provide an Annual 

written report to the Trustee each February and a copy will be provided to the 

membership.”




The TMB would then be making a report for Newf Tide due on or about 

December 15th as consistent with other committees of the club.  This report will 

reach the membership in late February.  Another report will be presented at the 

Annual Meeting - anywhere from late March to late April.  The TMB will provide 

an Annual Report to the Trustee each February and a copy will be provided to 

the membership.




Query, are we going to have two reports in that short period of time and 

how will the second be delivered to the members? Would it make more sense 

to have this Annual Report Due on July 1st? Should the TMB be making its 

Annual Report through the publication used to list donations to the Trust?
2. Review the policies governing the procedures for handling grievances (see policy 
manual, Volume II, page 19, "Hearing Procedures: Disciplinary") with the intent 
of making explicit the policies that apply to the jurisdictional phase of the 

proceedings. (Mary Lou Roberts)
3. Authorize Mary Lou Roberts to forward the legal opinion she has received from a 

Connecticut attorney regarding our Disciplinary Hearing procedures to the 

Constitution and By-Laws Committee for consideration in the by-laws revision 
process. (Mary Lou Roberts)
4. To require in all dealings and communications with the attorney hired by the Board 
that all requests to her be in writing and all such reports, letters or 
communications from and to her be sent to the entire NCA board within two 
days.  Further that any telephone conferences be summarized and reported to 
the board within two days.  This directive will include both committee and board 
members. (Jack Dean)



Rationale:  It is important that questions to the attorney be accurately and 


precisely stated if we are going to have a legal opinion that is useable.  


Questions that omit essential facts can lead to wrong conclusions.  By being 

open and sharing everything with the board, those problems can be avoided; 

particularly, since some statements by non lawyers may omit relevant facts that 

they do not think are relevant.

5. To request that the General Education Committee study the feasibility of preparing 
a series of articles on raising a young puppy during its first year designed to be 
tied to each month of the puppy’s life, similar to those of the diaper companies 
for new parents, and a timetable for its completion.  When they are prepared, 
have them posted on the NCA website and have the availability of such 

information be included in the registration notice sent out by the AKC to people 
who have just registered puppies. (Jack Dean)



Rationale:  This would be a good way to educate the novice new puppy owner 

in addition to supplying them with regional club and NCA information to aid 

them in raising and caring for their pup.  The dollar cost should be minimal.
6. Motion:  Direct the chair of the Newf Tide Policy committee to forward copies of the 
Newf Tide printer and editor contracts to the Board.  In addition, copies of all 
other contracts binding the NCA (e.g., web site host) should be requested for 
distribution to all Board members. (Mary Lou Roberts)
 

Rationale:  Board members have both a right and an obligation to be informed 

of the contractual terms that govern more than 50 percent of the NCA's annual 

expenditures.
7.   Auction Monitoring (Patti McDowell)
8.   AKC Online Breeders Classified Ads Monitoring (Patti McDowell)

9.   Overdue reports from the To Do List (Patti McDowell)
10. Immediately direct all committee chairs to forward, via the 2nd Vice President, copies 
of all contracts binding the NCA to the Board and create a current and historical 
file of these contracts to be held by the President.  (Mary Lou Roberts)


Rationale: Copies of these contracts should be available to be reviewed by any 

member of the NCA upon request.
11. Motion:  When a Board member or his/her spouse is being considered for a Board or 
Committee assignment, that Board member will be recused during discussion 
(i.e. temporarily leave the room or the teleconference).  At the conclusion of 
discussion,said Board member will return for the voting.  (Jacqueline Brellochs)


Rationale:  This will afford the same executive session consideration to Board 
members which is afforded our general members. (Jacqueline Brellochs)
12. Finance Committee procedures for expenses approved by the Board (Patti 


McDowell)
New Business
13. Motion: Board discussions will adhere to the following guidelines in Roberts Rules of 
Order listed under "Decorum in Debate" (pp. 379-381): (Jacqueline Brellochs)


A.  Confining remarks to the merits of the pending question.



B.  Refraining from attacking a member's motives.



C.  Addressing all remarks through the Chair.



D.  Avoiding the use of members' names.



E.  Refraining from speaking adversely on a prior action not pending.



F.  Refraining from speaking against one's own motion.  (This does not mean 

one cannot vote against it.)



Rationale:  If our discussion is conducted in a civil manner, our minutes will 

reflect that and will be approved in a timely manner.

14. Motion:  Guidelines for Board meeting minutes to include the following:  (Jacqueline Brellochs)


A.  Minutes are a summarization of the points of discussion, pro and con, 



rather than a verbatim transcript.



B.  Minutes present the issues, not personalities.



C.  As the Board discussion is to refrain from attacking a member and/or


his motives, the minutes will not include derogatory statements.



D.  Minutes are to be written almost like telling a story, tying points together

so they are made clear to those who were not present.



E.  Additions and/or corrections submitted by more than one Board member will 

be combined by the Recording Secretary.



Rationale:  It is hoped that following these points will hasten the approval of our 

minutes.
15. Discussion of adopting this set of guidelines (or coming up with a revised set) that will standardize and clarify the content of our minutes. (Mary Lou Roberts) (attachment page 87-89 of the 4/25-26/05 agenda)


Adopting a set of guidelines like this would have many benefits.



A.  It would greatly reduce the amount of time we spend arguing about who said 

what.  The time we are spending now on these minutes is outrageous.



2.  Reduce the amount of space we take up in Newf Tide while still retaining an 

accurate record of the meeting for historical purposes.



3.  Give the membership an accurate and complete picture of what happened at 

our meetings -- especially now that they will have full access to every single 

word that was said through our recordings/transcripts.



4.  Free this Board up to get some REAL work done on behalf of the club and 

the breed.

16. To determine if a letter has been written to the foreign clubs warning them about 
puppy mills and to be careful when placing puppies in America and if such a 
letter has not been written, then one should be sent.  (Patti McDowell)
17. To consider establishing a Mentor Committee (Mickey Fickett and Sandee 
Lovett) (attachment page 90 of the 4/25-26/05 agenda)
18. Motion:  To require the President, Second Vice President in her capacity as 
committee liaison, and Recording Secretary to share with the entire NCA board 
of Directors within one week any emails received by them or sent by them 
involving NCA members or committees.  If either part of the communication is 
not by email but oral, then the officer shall make a written report to the entire 
NCA Board within two weeks.  (Jack Dean)



Rationale:


A.  The NCA Board should not be characterized by secrecy and the hiding of 
information or sharing it only with those in a particular group.


B.  To keep information secret when received in an official capacity or release 
only selected parts of the communications only furthers to divide the board


C.  The Board cannot come together unless there is a sharing of information.


D.  To leave such disclosures up to the discretion of the officers has not worked 
well based on past experience.

19. Minutes Reform I: The minutes shall comply with Roberts Rules of Order for 
published minutes so that contained a brief uncensored statement written by 
each member that spoke summarizing what they said on the motion or the 
topic.  If the member does not write the statement, then the recording secretary 
shall. (Jack Dean)



Rationale:


A.  Minutes Preparation has become a real problem with the Board taking 
almost twice as much time to do the minutes as the meeting took.


B.  Roberts Rules of order state: “When minutes are to be published they 
should contain, in addition to the information described above, a list of the 
speakers on each side of every question, with an abstract or the text of each 
address."


C.  We now have tape recordings of the minutes so that there is a record 
available to each member 


D.  By letting each member summarize what they said, it will take a burden off 
of the recording secretary and the only limitation shall be that the member 
cannot include in his summary something that was not stated at the meeting.


E.  If the total membership does not like what a member says in the summary or 
how the member approaches problems then the membership can refuse to 
return that member to the board when he runs for re-election.


F.  It will tell the membership who is the board members who sit silently at 
meeting after meeting very seldom contributing to the discussion.

20. Minutes Reform II:  Have the Recording Secretary prepare the minutes after each 
teleconference rather than waiting until the end of several teleconferences and 
having to approve one set of minutes that stretches over several months. (Jack 
Dean)



Rationale:


A.  Under our present policy we have teleconferences that stretch over months 
and then wait a significant time before we get the first draft of the minutes from 
the recording secretary.  Then we spend more months approving the minutes.


B.  Then after approval there is the delay in getting them in Newf Tide and then 
waiting still longer until the membership receives them.


C.  If we received the minutes shortly after each teleconference we could begin 
working on them and they could get to the membership sooner.


D.  As one NCA member said to me:  “Why am I interested in reading minutes 
nine months after the fact?”

21. Minutes Reform III:  To have the NCA webmaster obtain a copy of the sound 
transcription immediately after the teleconference, convert the file format for 
space considerations, break it into smaller approximately 15 minute file 
segments and make a summary of who spoke in each segment and post it on 
the website within 10 days of the meeting so it will be available to members 
who want it. (Jack Dean)



Rationale:


A.  The members have the right to know what goes on at NCA Board meetings


B.  Giving them a whole recording on one disk of a 6 ½ hour board meeting 
essentially makes it worthless and hides everything from the members.


C.  Breaking it up will make it more accessible.


D.  The current format is a wave file which takes up a lot of space.  Converting 
the file to an mp3 format would significantly reduce the space needed.

22. Minutes Reform IV:  Not to have the minutes in Newf Tide and mailed to everyone 
but to have a multiple distribution methods.  That approach may save around 
$8,000 per year and free up Newf Tide for more interesting articles (Jack Dean)



Rationale:


A.  The minutes can take from 15 to 25 % of Newf Tide.  Not printing those 
minutes and mailing them would be a significant cost savings of about $8,200.  
To put that figure in perspective, that amounts to about $5.00 in each member’s 
dues.


B.  People could then get the minutes in about one of three ways.

i.  They could go to the NCA website where they are available for reading on line and could also be made available in the form of a PDF file for easy download.

ii.  As soon as the minutes are approved they could be distributed as a pdf file by email to the members who requested it.  I used that system when I was recording secretary and it seemed to work fairly well.  The present recording secretary has discontinued such distribution.

iii.  For those people who would prefer to be mailed a hard copy of the minutes, they could contact a volunteer who would make the photocopy and mail it to them using the United States Postal Service.
23. Minutes Reform V: Have the minutes set forth in the very beginning a listing of the 
topics contained so that members have a brief synopsis of what was 
accomplished and have that summary linked on the website minutes so 
members can just click on that topic and go right to the section they want to 
read. (Jack Dean)



Rationale


A.  Right now the minute are so long it takes forever to find something in them a 
list at the front would be helpful


B.  On the website they could be linked and that would make them more 
readable.

24. To reduce the time spent at the annual meeting by requiring that each officer, AKC 
Delegate and committee person write out a summary of what they would 
normally say, have it reproduced and distributed at the annual meeting and then 
limit each of the above persons to two minutes of speaking time and then as 
much time as required for answering any questions from the membership. (Jack 
Dean)



Rationale


A.  People are already writing out their report and then reading it to the 
membership at the annual meeting.


B.  This will give the membership something to do while waiting for the meeting 
to start

25. To have all the people who are going to be given awards check in with the awards 
person prior to start of the meeting and then when awards are going to be 
given, all of them come to the front of the room and all of them be given their 
awards while at the front of the room.  (Jack Dean)



Rationale


A.  This will eliminate the time spent in people walking from the back of the 
room to get an award.  When you multiple the time that walk takes by 35 people 
you are talking about a significant amount of time.


B.  Eliminate calling out names and then waiting until someone says they are 
not there.

26. Election Reform I:  If the Recording Secretary is or may be a candidate in the next 
election, to have the Recording Secretary state in advance before running that 
they will not receive the statements of the candidates statements and prepare 
the pamphlet but assign that duty to someone else.  (Jack Dean)



Rationale


A.  The Recording Secretary sees everyone else’s statements before she has 
to turn in her statement.


B.  There is no effective deadline for the Recording secretary since she sends 
her election statement into herself.

C.  This procedure will remove any sense of impropriety.
27. Election Reform II:  Have the election packet prepared and distributed to all of 
the 
candidates and board members before it is sent to the printer so that any 
errors can be caught.  (Jack Dean)



Rationale:


A.  Inadvertent errors creep in under the best of circumstances.


B.  This way, they can be caught early.

C.  No harm in letting the candidates and board member see it early because 
everyone is going to see it a few weeks later.


D.  Where possible distribute the information electronically to save money.
28. Election Reform III  Have a committee investigate the possibility/feasibility of using 
ballots that could be machine read instead of having to be hand counted and 
report back in time to have their recommendations adopted for the upcoming 
election.  (Jack Dean)



Rationale:


A.  It takes a lot of time to count the ballots, particularly when there are a lot of 
candidates.


B.  One time we had the counters and the alternates all helping but it took about 
a day.  That is about 8 man days to count ballots which could have been 
counted by a machine in less than 10 minutes.

C.  The expense might be minor and save a considerable amount of time.

29. To include possible participation on an annual basis in the AKC DNA Certification 
discount program offered for parent clubs at National Specialties (which would 
require input from our Specialty Coordinator), an educational program for 
breeders and club members (which may some input from our General 
Education Committee, as well as input from Steering, H&L and the Breeders 
Education Committee (if we appoint one).  This discussion should also include 
any ideas on offering a discount on the club level for participation.  (Patti 
McDowell) (attachment pages 91-117 of the 4/25-26/05)
30. Since RPC came up with the idea of an 800 number, we have had some changes: 
the Breeders List is improved, we have an 800 number for AKC referral and for 
Gen ED, and the AKC OBC has appeared.  Do we want to revisit some of this 
and get a real "big picture" plan of what we are doing and where we are going 
with these projects?  (Patti McDowell)
31. To set the time and place for the fall face-to-face Board meeting. (Roger Frey)
32. Motion: Enact policy that all committee proposals/input will be addressed by the 
Board and responded to--even if not fully resolved--within 60 days of their 
submission by the Committee.  (Mary Lou Roberts)


Rationale: We impose due dates on actions that we request of our committees.  

Yet often the results of their efforts sit on our agendas for months and months.  

If we want our committees to complete the tasks assigned to them and to 


continue to respect our deadlines, we as a Board must take the time to address 

the results of their efforts in a timely fashion, allowing their work to move 


forward.
33. To have the Breeders List Committee and the General Education Committee come 
up with an educational packet for new puppy buyers which can be placed on 
the NCA website for downloading and also prepare an information sheet to be 
given to new puppy buyers reflecting the following:  Your regional club is ____ 
and the contact person is ____ and you can reach them by phone at _______. 



You can subscribe to Newf Tide by filing out the enclosed form” (Aura Dean)



Rationale:  


A.  The breeder is the most important person with whom a new puppy 


buyer should stay in contact.  It is also very important to give novice owners 

information about where the nearest regional club is so that they can be 


associated with a group that can be there to help them and get them involved in 

Newfoundland activities. 



B.  This packet will not replace the packets given by many breeders but will be 

a supplement.  It would be optional for them to include the packet but required 

that the breeder inform the novice puppy buyer about a regional club.

34.   To send the following request to H&L: To recommend that breeders test all breeding 
dogs for two or three generations to monitor the reliability of the cystinuria test 
and the reporting of results. To request that any breeder having results 
inconsistent with previous testing (carrier out of clear parents) please contact 
the H&L Committee for follow-up. (Aura Dean)


Rationale: We cannot judge the reliability of the testing process unless we 


follow-up with testing on at least one generation.

35.   To send the following to H&L for recommendations: NCA Database will only accept 
cleared by parentage results for one generation; the next generation must be 
retested.  (Aura Dean)
36.   To send the following to H&L for recommendations: that the NCA change our CHIC 
requirements to follow the above (only one generation of cleared by parentage 
before retesting) (Aura Dean)



Rational: Errors can better be caught by testing every other generation.

37.   To Direct the H&L Committee to develop a schedule for health clinics to be held three 
times a year in various parts of the country (which may include the National 
Specialty). These clinics may be run in conjunction with all breed clubs, another 
parent club, a regional club or independently. All efforts will be made to run 
these clinics at cost. They can be run at fun matches, all breed shows, or as an 
independent one day event at a veterinary clinic.  NCA will subsidize a clinic for 
any region provided they agree to run a clinic in their region the following year. 
Clinics should be advertised on OFA, Infodog, the NCA website, as well as any 
other method to reach the most number of participants. Clinics may be opened 
to all breeds to fill them to capacity and insure their success. An effort should be 
made to schedule at least one annual clinic in those regions which have no 
cardiologist in their area. A plan should be set up for three years with locations 
so there is no duplication, making this service available to the widest number of 
participants.  OFA forms should be available for discount submissions to 
anyone participating in the clinic (thyroid, cardiac, patellas, CERF). 
Microchipping should also be available. (Aura Dean)



Rationale: 



A.  The NCA should be a leader in health testing in the pure bred dog world. 

Many other clubs hold clinics. I recently attended a clinic run by a Golden 


Retriever club. The OFA & PennHip x-ray portion booked up completely and 

immediately. They also offered cardiac screenings, thyroid, microchipping, 

patellas, heartworm testing.



B.  When people think or hear of the NCA, their first reaction should be "those 

are the people that are always holding clinics. They must really care about 

health in the NCA."  NCA breeders should not be saying, "Gee, I wonder if the 

Cavalier people will let me sneak in a Newf or two at their clinic."



C.  We need to be the best we can be and this would be a step in that direction. 

We also need to have the regional clubs become more active in health testing 

and screening for their members. 



D.  One breeder alone may find it difficult to travel to or find a cardiologist, or 

may not bother because of the cost. That breeder might find it appealing and 

advantageous to take advantage of a clinic in their region with a reduced rate. 

The Golden Retriever clinic charged $35 per dog for Board certified cardiac 

screenings. Many cardiologists charge $85 just to walk in the door.  The club 

did not have to subsidize the cardiologist fee - he was willing to screen all day 

for that discounted rate.



E.  Cardiac and CERF clinics should be given preference, with any other 


services as a bonus at the same clinics.

38.   To rescind the policy that no committee may hold a conference call without the 


express permission of the president. (Aura Dean)



Rationale:  We instituted this policy in the fall of 2003 because of financial 


constraints. If a committee has included in its budget funds to cover such calls, 

the committee should be permitted to carry on its work through this method. All 

committee budgets are reviewed by the Finance Committee and approved by 

the board.
39.   To specifically state and place in the policy manual that the NCA Board’s function in 
its initial review of a new member application before publication shall only be to 
see if the application is in order and that it has two sponsors who conform to the 
requirements of the NCA By laws.  If that occurs then the applicant’s name shall 
be published for comment by the membership.  If there is a technical problem 
with the application then the applicant shall be notified and given an opportunity 
to correct the problem.  (Jack Dean)



Rationale:  


A.  One member, who has significant parliamentary background, has publicly 

stated that in his opinion he always felt that the initial stage was to be used as 

stated above.  



B.  In reality, it is not used that way.  



C.  The Board feels it has a right to turn people down for whatever reason at 

this preliminary stage.


D.  This motion will correct that defect.

40.   To request the C&BL committee consider and report back on changing the ethics 
guide to include health testing standards and the disclosure of health test 
results for any NCA member who breeds dogs. (Jack Dean)



Rationale:  


A.  There have been great scientific advances in health testing in the last few 

years but our ethics guide is outdated.



B.  The only way that the NCA can impose any sort of health testing and 


disclosure is if the person is on the breeders list, which covers around 100 

members.



C.  There should be a standard that all members should comply with.
41.   To specially state and place in the policy manual if the NCA Board believes that it has 
full right of review in the initial stage of approving an applicant before 
publication, then it takes only a simple majority vote to move the applicant on to 
the next stage rather than the current supermajority. (Jack Dean)



Rationale:  


A.  Some board members will take it as a breach of executive session if I say 

what goes on in the applicant approval process.


B.  Therefore, I will not give a detailed rationale for this motion other than to say 

it will clear up the other problem raised by a parliamentary authority.

42.   If a board member in any stage of a membership application prior to publication 
raises a problem with an application, the applicant and their sponsors shall be 
informed of what board member raised the problem, the problem raised, and an 
opportunity to respond to the allegation unless there are highly unusual 
verifiable circumstances that would show that physical retaliation is likely. (Jack 
Dean)



Rationale:  


A.  Board members are not given superior rights to object to an applicant just 

because they are board members.



B.  The current NCA policy is that after publication the applicant must be given 

notice of the charges if those charges are to be considered.



C.  Board members should not be held to a lesser standard than the 


membership when it comes to approving new applicants.

43.   The board shall establish within 30 days standards equally applicable to all applicants 
which shall be published and shall be the only reasons for turning down a 
member. (Jack Dean)



Rationale: 


A.  This is the legal standard required by Connecticut state law



B.  Refer to the statues when they say:   “Sec. 33-1056. Rules for membership. 

(a) Membership shall be governed by such rules of admission, retention, 


withdrawal and expulsion as the bylaws shall prescribe, provided all such 


bylaws shall be reasonable, germane to the purposes of the corporation, and 

equally enforced as to all members”.



C.  Then look at what our minutes said when we discussed the “optional” test 

issue at the last national in Delavan. [This concerns the “optional” test on the 

NCA documents that was included for about a year as part of the application of 

a new member.]There was some discussion on whether the language should 

be added that the applicant should be told that if he does not take the test it will 

not hurt his application. One Board member felt that if a person refused to take 

the [optional] test that could be a reason for turning him down.



D.  When asked the question of one Board member if she felt under our NCA 

By- laws that we can turn applicants down for any reason. She answered yes.



The motion passed 6 yes 4 no 1 abstention. 1 absent.


E.  Such a written standard will inject reason into the application process.


F.  Such a standard will prevent a black ball approach to an applicant.



G.  Under federal standards, all applicants must be treated uniformly.

44.   To request the C&BL committee consider and report back on changing the ethics 
guide to include health testing standards and the disclosure of health test 
results for any NCA member who breeds dogs. (Jack Dean)



Rationale:  


A.  There have been great scientific advances in health testing in the last few 

years but our ethics guide is outdated.



B.  The only way that the NCA can impose any sort of health testing and 


disclosure is if the person is on the breeders list, which covers around 100 

members.



C.  There should be a standard that all members should comply with.
45.   Motion: to waive the fee for a person on the breeders list if they paid in the prior year 
and did not have any puppies for sale. (Jack Dean)



Rationale;  


A.  The breeders list has increased to about 100 members from a low of 40, 

thanks primarily to the efforts of the committee and Patti McDowell calling large 

number of people on the phone.



B.  Many of the people on the list are infrequent breeders who are on the list to 

do a public service for our Newfs by answering inquiries of novice puppy buyers 

in search of a Newf.


C.  They volunteer their time and expertise even when they have no puppies



D.  It is not proper to make them pay for the job of helping the NCA and novice 

puppy buyers



E.  This motion would correct a problem because they would not be charged for 

renewals on the list once they have been on it for a year when they had no 

puppies to sell.
46.   To have the NCA Board send a letter to OFA requesting they change their policy that 
if an x-ray is submitted to them and proves abnormal, they will refund the fee so 
that the results are part of the OFA database for their statistical purposes.  
Further the NCA should and also to contact other breed clubs and request that 
they send in a similar letter.  (Jack Dean  )


Rationale:  


A.  We cannot have an accurate record of what procuress we are making in the 

health of the breed. 



B.  Right now, it is unreasonable to expect an individual breeder to pay to have 

such information listed on the OFA database. 



C.  The OFA should be interested in having as much information available as 

possible. 



D.  The data on overall statistics may encourage researchers to do more in this 

area.
